VIP 4500 Salvage disk exchange

VIP is equipped with Adaptec 2740 T SCSI board, it is a Double channel  (A, B) SCSI Narrow (50HD pins). System disk is connected to the B channel as standard.

CMOS Swap A/B  PROCEEDURE :

A/ 
Boot DOS, or under NT Option startup, or with a Salvage Boot disk.

We recommend you to Create a Boot disk with ECU directory on it.

B/ 
execute  C:\ECU\CF.EXE

VIEW EDIT line – step 3


Find 2742 Settings


“Primary Channel Selection : B – Change to A to activate in Priority A. (external port)


Save, Exit and Reboot.


C/ 
The B to A swap leads to invert PRIMARY with SECONDARY.


At the startup you see at Adaptec firmware boot Primary disk  ST39173N, this means that you

will be booting Salvage disk.

NOTE  that SALVAGE NT Screen is set TO RED, this is to REMIND YOU that you are starting it.

Several cases are possible:

A/ VIP system disk is Physically dead but do not lock the system.

B/ VIP system disk is not starting but DOS FAT is readable

C/ VIP system disk locks the all SCSI 

A/ VIP system disk is Physically dead but do not lock the system.

a-1. 
Disconnect the ROMU unit and Add the SALVAGE system disk ASSY. Reconnect the

ROMU, SCSI IDs should be Optical 3, CDRom 2 System disk Id0.

a-2. 
Reboot, Even if system Salvage disk is inserted in SECONDARY channel VIP should boot up,  because In primary the disk in not visible or not bootable.

a-3. 
Restore the Project from Optical disk backup.

a-4. 
Salvage system disk is loaded with VIP V3.0a, you may have to upgrade to newer Profile 

and VIP 3.5

a-5. 
Check function, Continue editing.

B/ VIP system disk is not Starting but DOS FAT is readable

b-1. 
Boot on Floppy, Follow the ECU Swap A/B Procedure.

b-2. 
Connect the removeable salvage Assy to the External SCSI port (same as in a-1)

b-3. 
Reboot, at the boot ST39173 should be followed by CD and Maxstor MO in Primary, in Secondary, the VIP system disk should be visible.

b-4.
NT screen should be Red. (Administrator Password is still “triton”)

b-5
find in the ORIGINAL system disk in LWPROJ the current projects and copy them in the SALVAGE C drive under C:\LWPROJ\. Attention; a project is made of Pxxxxxx and Gxxxxxx, Px contains ED3 files and Gx Galleries and Databases.


b-6
Under Lightworks, create a new Door and join the PROJECT.

b-7. 
Check function, Continue editing. (Eventually update VIP and Profile versions)

C/ VIP system disk Locks the all SCSI 

In this case you have the option to follow the procedure A, but you MUST physically open the VIP Profile and Disconnect the SYSTEM disk from SCSI chaine. Then you also have the option to remove the Salvage system disk from its housing and install it in the VIP as replacement.

Once, this is done Return to Case A.

NOTE: DO NOT FORGET to run CF.exe and restore B channel as PRIMARY once system is rebuild and checked.

SALVAGE DISK CONTENT:

ST39173 is a 9 GB disk partionned in 3 partitions

PRIMARY BOOTABLE, is a DOS 2.048MB partition, with NT4 SP3, VIP 3.0a and Profile 2.xxx., This partition is BOOTABLE under DOS V6.22, and NT same as any VIP Standard system disk.

The 2 other s SECONDARY PARTITIONS  are :

· 2.048MB DOS FAT containing a full image of NT4 installation for INTEL 386., VIP 3.0 install disk with Networks drivers, Service pack 3, Profile and VIP Software.

· You can rebuild a VIP without the need of any other disks or CD.

· The Last Partition is a NTFS 4GB it can contain … What ever….

NT rebuild note:

· under \I386\WINNT.EXE use the following options: /S drive:\I8386\ /B (Floppy less install. It is facter)

· to get Mouse, connect it in the PROFILE 9pin COM2 port. It is useful till VIP Console Driver is not loaded. Once it is, remove it and plug it back into the Console. 

· Note: You need to specify a TCPIP protocol with a IP machine address. If not VIP will not work.
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
